*Provides fellowships for up to 200 students each year (actual number determined by funding from the General Assembly)
*Includes enrichment programs, professional development, and leadership opportunities

*Supplies up to a $6,000 fellowship annually for four years (as long as the student is in the process of completing a degree
leading to teacher certification and meets the criteria to continue in the program)

*Requires participants to agree to teach in a South Carolina public school one year for each year funding is received and sign
a Promissory Note along with a surety

Teaching Fellows must attend one of the eleven Teaching Fellows Institutions. Currently, these include Anderson University,
Charleston Southern University, Clemson University, Coastal Carolina University, College of Charleston, Francis Marion
University, Lander University, USC Aiken, USC Columbia, USC Upstate, and Winthrop University.

To apply for Teaching Fellows, a student must be:

*a United States citizen or permanent resident alien legally authorized to be in the United States (Please note - students
categorized as Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) are not eligible for Teaching Fellows.)

«a legal resident of South Carolina (Please note - Residency will be verified by the Teaching Fellows Institution after a student
has been offered an award.)

*a high school senior or a junior who is graduating early
